You must either submit a: 


Short Story or Poem: 250-1000 words on any theme of your choice


Scripting: submit a treatment/synopsis of 250-500 words plus a sample script of approximately three pages


Graphic Novel:  synopsis of 250-500 words, plus 15 sample frames including dialogue and illustrations





Your entry will be assessed on originality, skill and appeal to the audience.  All entries should be word processed with double line spacing.  Applications will be considered from these students who demonstrate potential in creative writing.
