Commitment and Academic Performance
You must demonstrate:
· Your commitment to achieving success and to using your qualifications to enhance your career prospects within engineering
· Your records of achievement

· High standards of academic performance in your course work
· How you will benefit from this financial award.  This scholarship is not intended to be used to pay off debts but for the support of funding rent, travel, resources and technology that without, would be a barrier to progressing to University level of study
Application Procedure
Application forms are available on our website. It is important that applicants complete the form fully and explain clearly why they should be considered for the Student of the Year Scholarship. Shortlisted students will be invited to an informal interview.  Successful applicants will be required to be photographed at the presentation of their award for publicity purposes.  References from relevant academic staff will be requested to support your application.
