	Training must be organised within the quarter that the award is made, exceptions will only be made for specific circumstances. 

	Are there any conditions?
	Terms and Conditions will be shared and signed 
· There will be limited number of changes once the training has been organised. 
· Not attending the training sessions will result in costs to the business.
· Feedback to the team regarding the training.
· Feedback to the team regarding the difference the training has made (post 6 months after).


	Do I need previous hospitality experience to be on a course?
	No, the Hospitality Skills Project is open to anyone working within the hospitality industry in the Tay City Region.



	Will the training be online or in person?
	This will depend on the training your business is participating in, but it will be predominantly in person.
